Essay  Corrections
As I graded your essays, I used numbers to mark certain grammatical and content problems, especially ones that clouded meaning.  These numbers correspond to a type of error.  I explain what each number stands for on a chart.  You will now use that chart to find your errors, understand them, and fix them.

1. Tally up the number of times you see each code in your essay.

2. Tally up the total number of mistakes.

3. Number each mistake in your essay.  For example, maybe you have a 17 in the first sentence of your essay because you did not italicize the novel’s title.  Maybe you put it in quotations.  Put a #1 by that mistake.  Maybe your next mistake is a 24 for word choice because you used a word that cannot be used in the way you used it.  You put a #2 by that mistake and so on.

4. On the back of the cover sheet put a #1 and rewrite the sentence that contains your first mistake and FIX THE MISTAKE in the new handwritten sentence.

5. If you have multiple mistakes in one sentence, put #3-#6 or whatever the appropriate numbers are and rewrite it only once fixing all mistakes.

IF YOU DO NOT UNDERSTAND THE TYPE OF ERROR, USE THE TERM FROM THE CODE CHART TO LOOK IT UP IN WRITERS INC. OR ON-LINE.  FROM THOSE RESOURCES, YOU WILL FIGURE OUT WHAT YOU DID WRONG AND HOW TO AVOID DOING SO AGAIN.

DO NOT FIX THESE ERRORS IN YOUR WORD DOCUMENT.  I WANT YOU TO HANDWRITE ALL CORRECTIONS ON THE BACK OF THE COVER SHEET.  
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
