How to get credit:

Raise your hand to contribute to class discussions.

· Make on-topic and insightful commentary that can be supported using the text; it should not be superficial, speculative, judgmental or personal

· Provide textual support for someone’s opinion, or your own

· Kindly challenge someone’s opinion by offering contradictory textual support

Take notes.

Work with anyone CHEERFULLY.

Transition efficiently, without talking, from task to task or to another part of the room.

Look up vocabulary for the class.

Raise your hand and ask an on-topic question.

How to lose credit:

Interrupt me or another student, blurt or shout.
Repeat another student’s ideas.

Be off-task or off-topic.

Be rude or unkind when partners are announced.

Chat with another student about non-class stuff.

Look at photos, yearbook, notes, etc. during class.

Listen to a discman or have it on or around your neck/head.

Have your cell phone ring or talk on it.

Play cell phone or calculator games.

Sleep or put your head down.

Stare into space or out the window.

Refuse to respond when called upon.
