1. Attendance—being here daily is the easiest way to understand the coursework and expectations for performance.

2. Punctuality—missing the lesson goal makes it hard for kids to follow the rest of the lesson.

3. Planners—check your kid’s planner regularly; if you spot no homework for a week something is amiss.

4. Grading—reading and writing make up 60% of the grade, participation is another 25%; I want to know that I am helping kids become better readers and writers.  Students who do not read the assigned texts or complete writing assignments do not pass the class.

5. Tutorial—students who seek help or ask their personal questions in tutorial and/or at Totem Reach generally do better than those who don’t; as much as I’d like to read minds I can’t and if a student asks me a question I am much more able to help.

6. Sleep—do anything you still can to make sure your child gets enough rest; falling asleep in class really causes confusion for the sleepy one and worries me.  I will send kids who appear chronically tired to see our nurse.

7. Vision—I have had many students over the years who can’t see the overhead, etc.  If you see your child squinting, consider an eye exam.  I’ve found many kids who just didn’t know they need glasses.  Again, if I see this I will have our nurse check it out.

8. Breakfast—NPR just last week reported on yet another study that shows a child who eats breakfast, ANY breakfast, outperforms those who don’t.

10. Progress reports—I will send these reports home for your signature periodically.  Any time you want to see one, you can ask your child to get one in tutorial or access it at home (your access codes are available in the main office).
